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The District shall provide a free appropriate public education and necessary related services to all children with disabilities within the District as required under the Individuals With Disabilities Education Act (“IDEA”), the Illinois School Code, Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, the Americans With Disabilities Act and all relevant implementing regulations.

For students eligible for services under IDEA and Article 14 of the Illinois School Code, the District shall follow the policies and procedures for identification, eligibility, placement, provision of services, and fulfillment of other obligations to disabled children adopted by the [INSERT NAME OF DISTRICT OR SPECIAL EDUCATION COOPERATIVE, AS APPLICABLE].
For those students who are not eligible for services under IDEA, but, because of disability as defined by Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, need or are believed to need special instruction or related services, the District shall establish and implement a system of procedural safeguards.  These procedural safeguards shall be set forth within the administrative procedures accompanying this policy.
