Dear Mr. and Mrs. Doe:

On the basis of your written revocation of consent, which we received from you by letter dated December 30, 2008 and received January 2, 2009, the School District proposes to discontinue John’s IEP placement, services, and supports effective at the end of the school day on [date (no later than 5 days after district’s receipt of revocation of consent)].  Although we well honor your revocation of consent for special education and related services, we hope that you will agree to meet with the IEP team meeting as soon as possible to discuss whatever concerns you have that have led to decision.  If you are willing to consider this option, please contact me at (123) 456-7890 at your earliest convenience.  

We want you to understand the actual and potential consequences of your removal of John from special education.  To begin with, John will no longer receive an annual IEP or triennial reevaluations.  Once he is removed from special education, John will be treated like any other general education student at Anywhere High School with respect to his academic performance and progress.  You should note that without the benefit of his IEP placement, services and supports, John may be negatively affected in areas such as:
· Grades;

· Grade point average;

· Class rank:

· Credit towards graduation;

· Scores on standardized tests such as the Prairie State Achievement Examination or college entrance examinations such as the ACT and/or SAT

· Eligibility to participate in school-related activities; and/or

· Ability to achieve his post-secondary goal.

John will be also be treated like any other general education student when it comes to his conduct at school and discipline for any misconduct at school or school-related activities or events, and he will no longer be able to take advantage of the special protections of the Individuals With Disabilities Education Act in disciplinary situations.  
John’s eligibility for other programs (such as SSI) and/or college accommodations, if any, may also be negatively impacted by removing him from special education.

As we have previously advised you, parents of students with disabilities have protection and rights under the procedural safeguards of the Individuals With Disabilities Education Act.  I am enclosing another copy of the “Explanation of Procedural Safeguards” for you with this letter.
